Additionally, the VRX918S incorporates JBL’s patented lightweight
and high-power Differential Driveâ woofers, making the subwoofer
extremely manageable. For added flexibility, the subwoofer retains the
heavy-duty M20 pole mount receptacle for ground-stacked applica-
tions.
